Request to assist with property acquisition and location of the Veterans Memorial Park.  After two motions were made and subsequently withdrawn, Councilmember Miller made the MOTION to expend up to $30,000 to assist with the Veterans Memorial Park (including property appraisal, if same is determined to be necessary or desired by the City of York), contingent upon the drafting and city council’s approval of a workable agreement between the City and Veterans Advisory Council.

Fire engine purchase.  Councilmember Miller’s MOTION to follow the fire truck replacement plan currently in place carried.

Events.  No meeting in June.  Mayor Lee asked Councilmember Lowry to explore alternatives to commemorate the 15th anniversary of 9/11.

Recreation.  Council received Minutes from the June 23 meeting.  Chairman Fuesser stated that a $15 fee increase will be included in the FY 2016-2017 budget and again the following year to help offset the $42,000 shortage from York County.
